Materials

5- Large pieces of paper for groups 
Anticipatory Set/Focus
To begin class show students the following YouTube video that introduces many famous inventors and their inventions: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=k3OwvWw9U0A
ABK/IA/RRL- Ask the students to share who they felt is the most important inventor that we saw in the video. Ask the students to stand up if they feel that these inventions have not impacted their life in some way. Now, ask the students to stand up if they think that these inventions have affected their life in some way. 
LL- Today we are going to split up into 5 groups of 5 and examine 5 different inventions and they have impacted us and people’s perceptions of the social and natural world.
Instruction
Ask the students to get themselves in order according to birthdays. Then have the students count off by 5’s. Direct the different groups to different areas of the room. I want each group to use their social studies book to find facts about each of these inventions. I will give each group a large piece of paper and it is their job to write down important facts about each invention- inventor, date of invention, etc. Also, I want each group to write down how this invention has changed the values, beliefs, and attitudes of people all over the world. Each group will get 20 minutes to finish their poster. When the time is up, each group will come up to the front of the classroom and present their information to the class.
